Arriving in London
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Passage

Most of central London is within walking distance of an underground station.

Some stations are quite modern and have lifts or fast escalators, but the ‘tube’, as
Londoners call it, is the oldest underground network in the world, so many have
alot of steps. Train delays are also frequent. London Transport is trying to modernise
the system and has raised prices to pay for this. The cheapest ticket bought at a
station costs £4! However, if you get a pre-paid Oyster card there is a big discount
on tickets, and you can also use it to travel around central London as much as you
want on the tube, buses, river taxis and certain overground trains for £8 per day.
When your balance runs out, you can top it up at a station or online.

A few years ago there were plans to phase out London’s red double-decker
buses, but now they are enjoying a revival. Motorists entering central London pay
a daily ‘congestion charge’, so traffic jams are not as bad as they used to be, and
there are special bus lanes. Of course it can be hard to understand the bus routes

of a big city, but you don’t have to worry about how much to pay because you can

use a fixed-fare prepaid ticket or an Oyster card. Should you get on a bus that
seems to be going the right way but suddenly turns off in the wrong direction, you
just get off and look for another one! But if you have too much shopping to carry
at the end of a busy day a taxi is a nice luxury. London’s cabbies know every street,

so you never have to explain where you want to go.
