Stage 1: Media Lesson 2-5

	Target: Research and explain about a sightseeing destination Final activity: Give a slide presentation about a sightseeing destination
Steps: Finding information about destinations (The options available for 1. Things to do and places to see 2. Good food to eat and 3. Hotels) on the internet. Gather information and prepare presentation. 

The important skills for this stage and the final activity (presentation): 

Finding and gathering information on the internet. Present the information in a clear and interesting way. Speaking clearly and using good eye contact for the final activity. 

The important can dos for the stage: I can give a short presentation / I can identify and present key travel information from the internet and give short newspaper or magazine reports recounting stories or events


Stage 2: Finance Lesson 6-9

	Target: Plan a one week trip (independent travel) Final activity: Prepare a poster of the plan
Steps: Go over information about destinations from stage 1 and decide a plan and budget for 1 week (1. Things to do and places to see 2. Good food to eat and 3. Hotels). Gather information about the plan (photos and prices) and prepare a poster presentation.

The important skills for this stage and the final activity (presentation): 

Making a travel plan with details about prices etc. Present the information in/with colourful, informative posters. Give simple and easy-to-understand explanations for the final activity (poster presentation). 

The important can dos for the stage: I can plan a trip to a foreign country / I can understand, plan and present basic travel information


Stage 3: Airport Lesson 10-13  

	Target: To be efficient in an airport and also how to solve a problem if some things go wrong Final activity: Role-play a situation in an airport.
Steps: Practice using English and being efficient in an airport. Think of possible problems in airport and how we can efficiently solve the problem until the end. Create and present a role play which shows us a possible problem and good problem solving skills.

The important skills for this stage and the final activity (presentation): 

Being efficient in an airport. Problem solving through English. Present clear and easy-to-understand actions and explanations through English.

The important can dos for the stage: I can make a presentation that is easy to understand for everyone / I can explain and solve possible problems


Stage 4: Transport Scenario Lesson 14-18

	Target: Asking and explaining directions. Final activity: Travel information staff and visitor role play
Steps: Go over information about destinations from stage 1/2 and present travel plans (1. Things to do and places to see). Practice explaining how to get to sightseeing spots. Final activity is a travel language scenario: Visitors make a travel plan to see sightseeing spots (from Stage 1/2 information) and ask travel information staff for transport details. 

The important skills for this stage and the final activity (scenario): 

The goal is to develop the skill of asking and explaining directions. Travel information staff must prepare information clearly and must be able to explain how to get to sightseeing spots. Visitors must ask for and confirm information. 

The important can dos for the stage: I can find my way in a foreign country / I can ask for and explain detailed directions


Stage 5: Police Lesson 19-22 

	Target: Use English in a situation involving police. Final activity: Role-play a situation in an airport.
Steps: Practice using English in a situation involving police. Think of possible problems when travelling and how we can efficiently solve the problem to the end. Create and present a role play which shows us a possible problem and good problem-solving skills.
The important skills for this stage and the final activity (scenario): 

Being efficient in a police situation. Problem solving through English. Present clear and easy to understand actions and explanations through English.
The important can dos for the stage:I can explain and solve possible travel problems
